Mayor Gord Krantz will also be attending the first concert and will be the band's "guest 

conductor" for one of the pieces.  

On July 24 the band will feature its own MCB Swing Ensemble, which is made up of 

members from the larger band.  

The band will also perform Wed., July 30 at the Burlington Music Centre before breaking until 

September.  

In its first year-and-a-half of operation, the MCB has performed Christmas and spring 

concerts at St. Paul's United Church, and appeared at several community events, including 

the Milton District Hospital's Strawberry Fair and Milton's 150th anniversary celebration.
